1) www.amathsdictionaryforkids.com Students can select a math topic, such as division and find the definition by clicking on the letter D.  The Web site also provides practice activities at grade levels 1-6 with answers.  I often used this site to illustrate a point in whole group while using a LCD projector to project the image from my laptop to the whiteboard in front of the class.  Students were asked to solve the math problems by typing in the answers for all to see.
